1. Beginning the lesson.
T: -Hello! Glad to see you.
          -How are you?
          -Who is on duty today?
          -What date is it today?
          -Who is absent?
T: -The topic of our lesson is ”Around your home town”. (Слайд №1)
-Where do you live?
-Do you live in a village?
-Do you live in a city?
-Do you live in a town?
-What is your home town? (Tsivilsk is my home town)
T: -Let’s remember the proverbs about home first. Do you remember any? Tell your friends,
 please. (Слайд №2)
T: -By the way, what’s their Russian equivalent?
2. Class. To practise saying the words; to listen to different word stresses 
T: -Now let’s practisce saying the new words. Listen and put the words into four groups.
Mind your pronunciation! There is one odd word here. (Слайд №3)
3. a) Class. To introduce the names of different names in a city. To practise structures and prepositions of the lesson.
  b) Pairs.
T: -Look at the map of the place where Anya lives. Tell your friend what there is in Anya’s city. Work in pairs. Ex.2 p.88 (Слайд №4)
T: -Your home town is Tsivilsk. What is there in your town? Use the example: ((Слайд №5)
I live in Tsivilsk. 
There is an old bridge here.
Use the words: old, new, big, small, nice,  beautiful.
T: -Tsivilsk is a very old town. By the way, will you tell me  what there was a hundred years ago in the town? Do you know? (Слайд №6)
4. Individual. Class. To practice prepositions of place.
Pp complete the sentences with the prepositions they know. The list contains one extra preposition to make the work meaningful.  
T: -This is Dima’s town. Guess. Where is Dima’s house? These words will help you to find it out. Listen and repeat. Now read them one by one. Ex.1b p.90 (Слайд №7)
5. Individual. Class. To listen to specific information. Ex. 1, p. 90 (tapescript)
T: -Now let’s listen to Dima and try to understand him. Be ready to answer these questions and to speak on the text.
          -How old is his house?
          -Where is Dima’s house?
          -What is there opposite the house? 
          -Where  is the school?
          -Where is the bookshop?
          -What was there behind the house 100 years ago?
          -What is there behind the house now?
T: -Be ready to write a test. (Слайд №8)
6. Class. Pairs. To practice the structures of the lesson.
 T: -This is Dima’s town a hundred years ago. Ask about Dima’s town a hundred years ago.

7. Individual. Group. Class. To practice talking about the place where you live.  (Слайд №9-10)
T: - It’s high time to speak about the place you live. Now work in groups. Speak about your place where you live. 

Tanya: I live in Tsivilsk.  This is my house. It  is in Nikolaev Street.
There is a park opposite my house. There is a hospital behind my house.
There is a playground next to my house. There are many small 
shops near my house.I like the place where I live. 

Lena: I live in Tsivilsk too. I live in Nikitin Sreet. There is a park and a bus stop opposite my house. There is a shop next to my house. There is an old Kurbatov’s House and a Local Museum in Gagarin Street. There is a post office in Sovetskaya Street. There is a market on the corner of Kuibyshev Street. There is a library in Lenin Street. There is a church in Kirov Street. There is my school near the church. I love my town.

· What material do the artists use to make a figure?
 Let’s read the text “Madam Tussaud’s”. Answer the question:
· What is the museum famous for? Ex.5a p.91
 Look at some wax figures. Try to guess: who are they?
9. Class. Individual. To  involve Pp’s personal experience. Talk about museums in the Pp’s home town. Ex. 5b, p. 91 (Слайд №39-47)
· Is there a museum in your town? 
· What is it famous for?
